The TAMUK Horn Ensemble was established in 1996 by the current horn professor, Dr. Jennifer Ratchford Sholtis.  Through the years, the ensemble has not only grown in size, but also in reputation.  The horn students of the Javelina Horn Studio are recognized throughout the US and abroad as outstanding performers.  The TAMUK Horn Ensemble is frequently showcased at regional and international symposia and consistent competitors at International Horn Society events.  Highlight performances include TMEA and IHS Symposia in Alabama, Denver, Illinois, Denton, Switzerland, Germany, and England.  Most notably, four members were winners of the 2014 International Quartet Competition at the IHS Symposium in London, England.  

The group frequently performs throughout south Texas to share their love of the horn and their experiences as music majors with the high school students.
